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Could I get EMA?
You could get EMA if you can answer yes to all the following questions:

• Will you be 16, 17 or 18 years old on 31 August 2024?

• Do you live in Wales?

• Will you be continuing to study full time at school or college for at least  
12 hours per week?

• Does your course last at least 10 weeks?

• Are you the only young person in full-time further education in your 
household and your household income is £20,817 or less?

  or
• Are there other young people in your household in full-time further 

education who are eligible for Child Benefit and your household  
income is £23,077 or less?

  or
• Are you a care leaver?

How much could I get?
You could get £40 a week, paid directly into your bank account every  
2 weeks. This is based on your attendance at school or college.
